Logic and Accuracy Testing and Election Observation Panel – How useful?

Since Election officers don't know programming code (many don't even know how a computer works), how would they be expected to know if a machine was tampered with BEFORE the security tape was affixed? 

Therein lies a big problem. We do not know what is in those machines. The entire testing and certification process is a sham because there is no process in place to ensure that the code that has been certified is actually the code that is in the machine when it leaves the factory. I hold up a plastic Easter egg with something inside, and say that we do not know what is inside the egg, or the machines. 

Then I bring up the concept of a computer Easter egg, which is code hidden in the rest of the code that gets activated only when a secret signal is given to the system; in this case, on election day. Combining the 2 above points make for a perfect way to rig elections. The vendor can install a cyber Easter egg in the code that is installed in the factory, and no one will realistically be able to spot it.

This is all before we even start to talk about wireless, "lost" memory cards, hacks, viruses etc.
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
